At every UK Youth Parliament (UKYP) event since 2002, Transport has been a recurring theme for young people. Clearly this is not just a local issue, but a national one as well. Following its launch during our event in the House of Lords Chamber in 2008, one of UKYP’s national campaigns has been on the issue of transport- “Fares Fair”.  UKYP would like to see public transport used more often, as we are sure you would agree, but unfortunately this is not the case and this is an aim we need to achieve.

We recognize that few, if any, of these issues will be new to you. Whether they be as a means of young people getting to places of work, education or being able to access different facilities, giving them freedom. They remain persistent issues for young people and government alike; for example as part of the 14-19 Agenda removing barriers preventing some young people being able to access the course and learning centre of their choice. Or as part of Aiming High agenda and offering “things to do, places to go”. 

For us, public transport is a major infrastructure issue, to access the entitlements of both agendas. We would like to ensure these issues are addressed in a joined up manner, which involves young service users and customers. This, we believe, can be tackled, in part, through the new Local Transport Act. While this advocates for “DfT”. We hope that this would lead to the development of constructive on-going dialogue. 

Climate Change, also being a serious government target, is one that the UKYP is trying to address.  Studies have shown that by encouraging young people to use public transport from an early age, they continue to do so throughout their lives, so making public transport reliable, accessible and affordable, will help young people not only get to work, play and school but also cut down on C02 emissions, something that we believe you are eager to support.

The UK Youth Parliament has gathered good practice when young customers have worked in partnership with local authorities. We would very much welcome the opportunity to share this with you and we are keen to work with and support you in meeting these new statutory requirements.

The UK Youth Parliament maintains that the issues raised are concerns for the Government, Local Authorities and customers alike and working together to tackle these issues would be really encouraging and a successful way forward. We would very much like to meet with you to discuss how we can do this.
